The 11* edition of the Czech-In Festival, dedicated this year to the great
Véra Chytilova, was held from 16 to 19 October 2025 at the Cinéma
Saint-André des Arts and the Filmotéque du Quartier Latin.

Under the banner of audacity and freedom, this edition honoured the
female voices of Czech and Slovak cinema — directors, producers,

actresses and artists — who, following in Chytilova’s footsteps, forcefully
explore the links between creation, freedom and contemporary society.

Festival highlights

The festival opened at the Latin Quarter Film Library with the documentary
Looking for Ester, dedicated to Ester Krumbachova, Véra Chytilova’s
collaborator and muse.

The screenings brought together some prominent guests:

The festival concluded with the presentation of the Little Golden Daisy,
